• In the event of a tie, the tiebreaker 
will be determined in the following 
order: 
◦ Total Game Wins 
◦ Head to Head 
◦ Sudden Death 1v1: Best of 3 

◦ Team rankings for bracket play 
are based on total Match points 
▪ 3 points for a win, 1 point for 

a tie, 0 for a loss 
◦ In the event of a tie, the 

tiebreaker will be determined in 
the following order: 
▪ Total Game Wins 
▪ Head to Head 
▪ Sudden Death 1v1: Best of 3
